· Budget Summary: $27,000 income target even without casino (at $24,000), $2500 surplus, leave us with $10-11,000 in two accounts, $15,000 in other savings (third year in row have done $5,000 in playground fund).  $28,000 in bank.

· Proposed: Changes from last year - $5,000 projected from raffle, everything else more or less the same, if compare with budgeted income – very similar to last year. Last year we were projecting a deficit of $4,000.  This year try run $3,000 deficit

· Expenses (changes): split out Tumblebooks and library so can keep track of it better, we have talked about school greening.  About same as last year, try to run about the same deficit, profit about the same, etc.

· Tech – the same amount as last year.

· Art Starts – is that accurate?  Marla not here but we think we've talked about it and need that amount
