Treasurer's Report (Ian)

· Bit below budget for Craft Fair;

· Bit below target for lunch – spending a lot (ex: pizzas over $1700, subway over $1500)

· Magazines – Sheena reports will be another cheque coming

· Thriftys – only two deposits so far, should be relatively on target

· Schoolwear – bill $2685.83 so we're going to make about ½ what we thought.  Amber responded there are two more orders and this has been a lot of work, people calling her at home, etc.

· Coupon books – much more money made (good job Sheena!)

· Misc income – almost $800 on back to school dinner

· profit will likely be made on end of school dance (Cal Tire will donate food)

· Overall doing OK – hot lunches was the biggest surprise.  Need to check if applying school discount.

· Paid half of class allotments

· half way through social budget (folk dance ate half that budget)

· first aid was a bit more expensive

· dance club won't spend that much money (because alternating Mondays – likely only half as much) (Charene)

· Monday Art Starts Dec 17, 2012.  Story Theatre. (Marla)

· let Music teacher know has $500 can spend (Sheena)

· Monitors: $350 for lunch monitors (Marla) – need to get receipt in for pizza lunch

· Play group Equipment – reminder to spend this year.  Last year it was spent on equipment.

· Summarize: projected out $3000 gaming and $11,500 ($5,000 into playground to make $15,000) in general.  

· Question: Stream of Dreams (Sheena) – done it twice in Doncaster history.  Price went up substantially on it (used to get at $15 per head, now it's about $25 per child) so it's been discontinued indefinitely.  TD has a grant that you can apply for.  Need someone to write a grant.

· Lonely elders in the neighbourhood .  Suggested we should have a program to go visit elders in the neighbourhood/care homes.
