TEACHER REPORTS 

Christmas Concert (Ms Johnson)
The Christmas concert will be held on December 12th and grades 2/3 to Kindergarten will be performing (Div 7 through 17).  Look for more information coming home within the next few weeks.

The Spring concerted will be Disney's Aristocats, Doncaster has purchased the rights to do this Disney production.  Auditions for the 25-30 cast members will begin after the Christmas concert.  The remainder of the Grades 3 – 5 will likely form the choir.  The performance will be around April 16 or 17, 2014.

Elections (Cheryl)
Cheryl and Dawn won't be running again for either position.  Looking for some candidates – some people have put themselves forward as Pres/Vice Pres but will need  Pres/Vice-Pres/Secretary in December's AGM.  
Drama Club (Scott)
Q: Asked the price of Aristocats ($500 - $600), will recoup costs from tickets?  A: Probably not

Scott: history – does drama club, after school drama program?  Is it going to be during lunch or after school?  Usually the out-of-school drama club run by Mme Dishaw but this year joined up with Mrs Johnson.  Q: How many rehearsals?  Close to show every day.  Auditions: before Xmas holidays.  Wait until Xmas concert over.

Drama program?  Mondays would be a good day.  Just fishing for interest... could provide references, etc.  Did the “spilt milk” last year.  What kind of cost would it be? Do it for free, in exchange for some afterschool space for the adults.  Suggest 3 mo out of 4 once a week- do shows.  Grades: probably any.  If any costs involved would have to figure it out.  How many kids can accommodate?  A PAC-sponsored event shouldn't have any rental fees.  If we find the space (i.e. Library would be fine).  DPAC budgets $300 / yr for drama but might be used up for Aristcats.  

Scott's drama group is looking for space outside of our time with students.  If PAC is sponsoring the event, we can get around the rental fees.

Q: Could it be offered after Musical concluded?  Still have May/June to do it.  A: Scott will mull over, group will become entertainment for family night.

Q: can you give us dates/costs/logistics for next PAC meeting? (even by email) – then will make a motion.

Concern: doesn't interfere with drama in the school for rehearsal space (esp. the gym)
Parent: supports drama, it's good for confidence going forward, good to work through any issues going forward.
