OLD BUSINESS

TREASURER’S REPORT (Catherine for Ian)

PRINCIPAL’S REPORT (Mr. Hansen)
-playground:  an upfront cost of having the playground designed, possibility of free rocks, moved for free (from     Camosun Interurban) but it’s early yet, and  Camosun can only offer free delivery in the next 2-3 weeks; waiting on hearing from school board, Vanessa Rogers has some contacts at the college

-Dominique Sigg:  spoke with people on Blenkinsop about the natural playground, design was free (with Saanich), excavating and some materials and labour were donated, grants
-maybe monkey bars could be done as well?  Sand box?

-concern raised by Erin about rushing into a decision with a short term view, jeopardizing long term playground plans, ideally something installed for the fall would be great

-Amanda Attfield volunteered to look into grant applications
-we need to decide natural playground or not, child input can happen concurrently

-Mr. Hansen and Catherine will “advertise” the meeting decisions will be made at a PAC meeting 

-films:  if teachers want to show a movie, it’s up to them what the rating is, they don’t have to send out a note any   more
-synervoice: automatic program that if your child doesn’t show at school will contact you.  Approx. $800/year, PAC has turned it down in the past, now the district is saying we must have something in place – this could be a volunteer PAC phone tree, or a potential line item in our budget.  School staff cannot do this.

-report cards-came home today, grade 4 is first letter grades.  3=C+
