COMMITTEE REPORTS
Hot Lunch (Catherine for Wendy)
-no hot lunch in September (2016), too busy first few weeks to get orders out, back and in.  Resumes in October, 2016.
Playground (Cindy, Mr Hansen)
-Ian gave summary on what’s happened to date;
-Cindy found a spreadsheet on the School District website – costs of all the equipment that’s gone into schools over the past 12 years (need to double that number to include installation)  (eg Braefoot 3-4 pieces $65K)

-estimate of $50K (installed) for monkey bars (rough idea);

-estimate of $100K for intermediate playground;

-premade playground structure – advantage is you can go down pathway and cancel/change order at any time;

-intermediate playground might be a better area for natural playground (tag, grounders, etc)

-if anything natural, need to spend a few thousand on a plan;

-fastest things are done if can get an order in place by April, should/likely be installed by Sept;

-natural – may not have to dig, get rock, Scott Murdoch might be able to do a landscape plan for cheap;

-need 6ft space between edge and piece of equipment;

-PAC asked Mr Hansen to:

1. show Camosun rocks to Scott Murdoch (to see if may be suitable)
2. Ask Scott Murdoch to quote on doing a rock circle as a temporary measure in the primary playground (with authority to proceed if we can get the rocks and if the plan costs only a few hundred dollars)
