TREASURER’S REPORT (Ian)

-next year’s budget has been tabled to be voted on for next month
PRINCIPAL’S REPORT (Mr. Hansen)
-playground:  has been talking with other schools, landscape architect is roughly $3000-5000, having a further along plan can save us some money, calls are in to the architects

-PAC needs to approve spending the money for the architect, 

-Alexis motions to table the conversation until a newsletter goes out next week looking for a landscape architect attached to the school, and letting parent know that decisions around hiring an architect to design a natural playground will be made in May’s meeting, 
-over the last 3 meetings, attendees at PAC meetings seem to be attached to the “natural playground” idea (THIS is what is needed for the architect.  Ready-made equipment does not need an architect)
-the rocks are still available at Camosun, and is still transported for free right now (in next month or two) Wendy may be able to arrange for transportation after this time

-Amanda raised a question about accessibility 
-2015-16 registrations:  English 155 kids French 272 projected (unofficial numbers), structurally looking roughly the same
-satisfaction surveys gone home – grade 4 – each grade 4 student and family will do it, of roughly 60 grade 4s, less than 80% return is not mathematically valid – and typically we only get about a 50% return
-FSAs happening
