Playground (Cindy)

-history recap 

-not much feedback received from staff

-exec narrowed down to one company, Blue Imp, made in Canada, installed in Clawthorpe, Oswald, Braefoot
-Catherine motions to vote to spend $60,-70,000 as it becomes available in our total fundraising efforts, Wendy seconded.  The motion was so moved, 19 for -1 against.
Fundraising (Alexis)

-3 person grant writing team already established
-a yearly fundraising plan is in place, beginning with a letter home to families about why we need to fundraise
-Halloween dance, how can we incorporate fundraising:  entry by donation, scare stations?
-scratch books:  possibly raising $100 each book, with a possibility of $40,000 with full school buy in, with prizes as incentives to get people scratching

-magazines - without a big push we made $1500, should go out October – Catherine D will take care of it.  

-greeting cards – have to have the teachers on board to set aside time for kids to create the works of art, 25% of funds raised comes back to the school, could be about to $1000 profit

-Craft Fair in November, Movie night in December, January no events as yet, February 18th Bingo night, Metal collection, First annual Doncaster Golf Tourney, possibly a spring fair?, plant sale?, garage sale?, go fund me site?, other ideas can go do dpac.doncaster@gmail.com
